serjts Custody till called for.  The Sentence of the Court is That Shubal Painter either be sett in the stockes for a six howers 
time or pay twenty shillings to the Genl Treasury in mony betwixt this & Next Thursday twelve of the clock and that his bond 
be continued while next court and alsoe pay offiers fees."  (R.I. Court of Trails, vol. A, p. 51)  He was indicted, Mar. 27, 1683 
for living with Hannah, The wife of Thom. Martin, contrary to law, was found guilty, and was sentenced to forfiet bonds and 
pay fee. As Shubael's wife Mercy was then dead and as he "published marriage" with Mrs. Martin, it seems probable that her 
husband had deserted or divorced her, and that only some legal quiblle stood in the way of her remarriage. On Mar. 27, 1683, 
he was also prosecuted by John Williams for "takeing Sheep ffeloniously"; and he immediately commenced action against said 
John for "Sclaunder and Defamation."  He was acquitted on the sheep charge, and was awarded 3 pound damages and costs of 
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court on his counter suit.  He case was referred to the next Assembly because Shubael was absent, being employed about the 
country's service.  In 1688 he was appointed constable.
